In conatiter of the mutual
promises contained herein and for other good ahdhisée consideration, the receipt and sufficientwlich are
acknowledged, Licensor and Licensee (the “Partibsfgby agree as follows:

1. Definitions

defined in section 3.3 below) of the ARTstor Digitédbrary and ARTstor Content and any Local Content

“Agreement Date” means the date written at theafofsttachment A, and is the date on which this Agnent takes effect.

“ARTstor Content” means any and all collectiongligjital images, catalog records, and/or other teatigl/or any and all
portions or groups thereof, selected by ARTstor @mplearing in the ARTstor Digital Library, in anyedium or form,
including digital images, catalog records, andtheotexts, and/or any and all portions or grotngseof, printed and/or
downloaded from the ARTstor Digital Library. AR®stContent does not include Local Content.

“ARTstor Digital Library” means an electronic dagsle containing ARTstor Content and the Access Soétvas well as
any and all portions thereof, which is made avaélggursuant to this Agreement solely for Permittkseés (as defined in
section 3.3 below).

“Authorized Users” means any or all of the folloginategories of persons designated by Licenseecesa and use the
ARTstor Digital Library, and who are subject to fherms and Conditions of Use: (@) individuals @ffily affiliated with
Licensee (such as staff, faculty, enrolled studemtkinteer staff, and affiliated researchers);ifldjviduals not officially
affiliated with Licensee but who have an educati@mascholarly or similar association with Licengsach as visiting
researchers and lecturers); and (c) individualsighjly present in the facilities of Licensee (“W-sh Users”).
Individuals who do not have an official or unoffitiaffiliation with Licensee (such as alumni or g@rs whose only
association to Licensee is that they pay feesédahus physical facilities or services (such assieén college library)),
may only access the ARTstor Digital Library as WhilUsers.

“Local Content” means images, texts, and other rizd$ethat are selected and obtained by LicensdéaAuthorized
User(s) from a source other than the ARTstor Diditiarary or ARTstor and that are accessed, digdayeproduced,
distributed, and used, and/or that are the subjgoerformances by, Licensee and/or Authorized (¢3ettilizing the
Access Software.

“Terms and Conditions of Use” means those termscanditions governing access to and use of the AR Tigital
Library by Authorized Users, and that appear otageiscreen displays in the ARTstor Digital Libraoy that may
otherwise be provided to Authorized Users by ART.sfbhe Terms and Conditions of Use may be amefdedtime to
time. Should there be changes to the Terms anditams of Use that materially conflict with theres of this
Agreement, ARTstor would provide Licensee with 2y sinotice of such changes (which notice may beldwtronic mail
to Licensee’s primary and any secondary contaat)léacensee would only have the obligation undetisac/.1 below to
take reasonable steps to effectuate, and to infmineducate Authorized Users about, such modificatio such Terms
and Conditions of Use, should Licensee not objeetriting (which may be by electronic mail) to AR®swithin 30 days
after ARTstor provides notice of such changes. uBhbicensee object within 30 days, Licensee and étBr would use
all reasonable efforts to agree upon mutually ated®e language with respect to any such changeshasd changes
would only become effective upon mutual agreeméti® Parties.

2. Grant of License

As of the Agreement Date, ARTstor grants to Licens@éonexclusive, nontransferable license to acessise the
ARTSstor Digital Library, and to reproduce, distribudisplay, make performances of, and use ARTGtmtent, only for
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the Permitted Uses defined in this Agreement, argliblicense those rights to Authorized Users aoatance with the
terms of this Agreement. This license shall reniieffect for the term of the Agreement set farthittachment A.

3. Educational and Scholarly Uses that are Noncamercial in Nature.
