Of particular note is the extensive coverage 
of cathedrals and abbey churches throughout France, including Notre 
Dame and Sainte-Chapelle in Paris, Amiens, Autun, Bourges, Chartres, 
Cluny, Laon, Lyon, Mont Saint Michel, Reims, Rouen, Vezelay, and many 
other locations. When used in conjunction with the still photography 
and architectural plans also available in the Digital Library, these QTVR 
panoramas allow ARTstor users to fully visualize and analyze complex 
architectural structures and their decorative schemes.
